Your child has just finished a book and you want to check his/her
understanding. Can they identify the characters? Do they know the events of
the plot? Can they describe the main setting of the book? So, to find out if your
child learned the literary elements, you give them the dreaded “Book report.”

There are many fun ways
to wrap up a book with your child. How about checking their understanding
through a sequence paper chain, a flip flap book, a riddle bag, or a creative
triarama?
